General Notes:
· Event changes/additions will be handled by meet manager on the day of competition

· Final event schedule posted at http://www.gg9cle.com
· We will stick to the meet schedule as best as we can. An announcement will be made if there are any delays.  

· Please do not cross the infield for any reason during the competition especially during throwing competitions.

· 1/4 inch or 6.35mm spikes only in track events

· 3/8 inch or 9mm spikes allowed in javelin and high jump events

· Public restrooms are available across the street inside the Stiles Athletics Field House

· Practice is allowed on the track as long as there you are not interfering with competition.  Field event practice will be limited to those times when there are no conflicts with other events.  The facility is open to the public when competition is over each day. If implements are needed, contact the meet management and we may be able to assist you. There will be no practice during the hammer throw, discus throw, and javelin throw.  
Athlete Check in – 

Running Events and Race Walk
Running Event and Race Walk athletes will visit the clerk tent, near the 100m finish line, to check in. Please check in 45 minutes to 60 minutes prior to your event. 


Field Events
Field Event athletes will check in at their event with the officials present 45-60 minutes prior to event start. 
           

Running Events

 
·  IAAF rules will be followed

· We will use the USATF Masters Rule on Starts – everyone gets 1 false start before being disqualified
 

Sprint/Hurdle events
· Trials heats will be divided up by age group. Those age groups with more than eight (8) competitors will run a trials round. The top 8 competitors by time will move the final in the age group.  If there are less than eight (8) competitors in an age group, we will move straight to a final. Some age groups may be combined in final. For example 3 athletes from 30-34 + 3 athletes from 35-39. 
· Order of events will be oldest age group first, women before men. Note: for the hurdles, we will match the women and men that run same hurdle heights and distances. For example if we have a women’s group using 100m at 36 inches we will run the men’s age group that competes those specs immediately after. 

 
Distance events 800 and up
· There will be no trials in the 800m. All competitors will be in the final. Some age groups will be combined.
· Age groups will be combined when necessary in 1500 and up. 

· We may combine genders in 5000m if needed
 

Throws Events
· IAAF rules will be followed 
· Shared throwing implements will be provided for all competitors. 
· Flights will be broken up based on the implements being used.  If two age groups use the same implement we will combine flights.

· 8 athletes from each age group will make the finals. Those age groups with less that 8 athletes will get 6 throws automatically.
 

Horizontal Jumps

           IAAF rules will be followed 

· The top 8 athletes from each age group will make the finals. Those age groups with less that 8 athletes will get 6 jumps automatically.
Vertical Jumps
· IAAF rules, 3 failed attempts and out
· Pole Vault Standards can only be lowered to 7 feet/ 2.13meters
· No Women’s Pole Vault or Women’s High Jump will be contested

· There will be some pole vault poles available for shared use but it is strongly recommended that you bring your own to guarantee correct sizing.

· One heat will be competed, mixed gender
